IV. TRICLOSAN PRESENTATION

A. Stephanie Hughes and Jessie Denver gave a presentation on the Triclosan white paper (handout).

B. Comments/Questions:

· Will a FAQ sheet be developed? Yes, it’s a likely next step.

· Are there any studies on the alcohol or peroxide-based cleaners? Doubtful. These products work chemically in a different way that likely does not pose a risk to health or the environment and can be removed at the wastewater treatment plants.

· What is our expectation of these other groups that are named in “next steps” that will receive the white paper? Could be too soon to know.  Will consider in EC workplan update
· What about up-front requirements that mandates pre-testing of these (and other) products before they are released for general use to the public?

· The next step regarding legislation could have some “general” language/requirements reflecting the comment above.

· No later than next fall would be a good time to get something going, so as not to introduce this topic too late in the legislative process.  Both Senator Simitian and Assembly member Ruskin chair key committees related to emerging contaminant issues, and both have expressed interest in how they can help these efforts.
· Strong language for item 5.1; collaborate with agencies listed to get endorsed Bay-wide

· The tough thing in putting a FAQ sheet together will be differentiating between the various trade names and methods of getting rid of bacteria.  Need to consider target audience(s) for FAQ sheet(s)
· Are we getting good at handing these EC whitepapers off to these other agencies, such as the Bay Area Pollution Prevention Group, to the point where we are confident that they will be carried forward?   How do EC workgroup and Core Group keep track of those follow-up efforts?  (Invite EC back to future Core Group this spring (?) for update on Pharmaceuticals including the new legislation and take-back efforts targeted for May 2006 in the Bay Area.)
>>Triclosan Paper approved (with revision). Defer posting on WMI website until EC workgroup review of sensitivities raised by Core Group discussion.   Need to develop EC workgroup work plan on next steps and bring back to Core Group. Consider need for developing statewide legislation as one option – including role of BAPPG and others.

V. HCP (KEN S.) 
A. Training session on Jan. 21, 2006, in Morgan Hill, is an abbreviated version of the U.C Davis Cooperative Extension Service course (which costs over $250 and requires a trip to Sacramento). Ken S. will send info to Ken D. for dissemination. $10 registration fee to cover lunch. Please forward the announcement to others in your organizations.

B. HCP Staff report (handout) was distributed on expansion of the study area boundaries. One of the reasons for doing this was getting more of the Guadalupe watershed including serpentine soils areas into the study area. The FAHCE HCP will precede the completion of the SCCHCP, and will be folded into the County HCP process when it is completed. 

C. The expansion helps San Jose be consolidated into the initial HCP and avoid being part of a later Phase II HCP, which will most likely include the rest of the Santa Clara County.  
D. It. also allows the HCP to come up the boundary of where the HCP for Alameda County is already being conducted.

E. Expansion doesn’t add to the overall timeline or to the list of species. Resource agencies are in favor of the addition.

F. If you have any comments on species, please contact Ken S. by the end of January and he will get back to you.
