IV. HCP Update 

· Ken Schrieber gave the group an update on the HCP process (handout distributed)

· HCP has a liaison group of elected officials (San Jose, VTA, SCC, SCVWD) that met last week. Gilroy and Morgan Hill have now joined the group as non-voting members.

· Their agenda included:

· Jones & Stokes has been hired to manage all the data collection for the HCP/NCCP

· David Zippen is based in San Jose and will be the project manager.

· State law requires that there be an independent science advisory body; it will be with Kleinschmidt and Associates.

· Stakeholder facilitation will be handled by MIG, with Joan Chaplick as the lead.

· Still need to secure consultants for: economist, public information, environmental review

· There are some training opportunities that will be upcoming; Ken will notify the group as registration info becomes available. HCP website is hcp.sccgov.org 

· Jones & Stokes will also be holding a Habitat Conservation Planning “101”. That will be held on Saturday, January 21st, 2006, from 10:00 to 3:00.

· Commitment to do a County-wide HCP is still very much there.

· Everyone has been very pleased with the participation level from CA DFG and NOAA fisheries.

· Members are still being solicited for the stakeholder group – there are still not enough applicants (see handout for those that have already applied).

· Ken handed out applications for those interested.

· The first meeting of the stakeholder group is Wednesday, November 16. Meetings will be monthly and probably run for about three and a half years. They will most likely be held in the evening for about 2 ½ hours. If interested, try to get something in to Ken Schreiber by 9/9/05.

· There are currently no funds available to support the participation of non-profit environmental groups.

· A decision was made very early on that this process would focus DFG permits and would not focus on section 404 permits. Ken thinks they should reconsider that very soon.

· Including them would expand the technical complexities of the project.
